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1. Introduction 
State the objectives of the work and provide an adequate background, avoiding a detailed literature survey or a summary of the results.
Georeview publishes Research and Review papers which should be above 6 pages long, but not exceed 16 pages. The Research and Review papers submitted  to Georeview  must be original individual  or collective  works. Submission of an article implies that the work described has not been published previously (except in the form of an abstract or as part of a published lecture or academic thesis), that it is not under consideration for publication  elsewhere,  that its publication  is approved  by all authors  and  by responsible  authorities where the work was carried out and that, if accepted, it will be not published elsewhere in the same form, regardless of the language.

Authors  are  asked  to  submit  with  the  manuscripts,  the  names,  addresses and  email  addresses  of two potential reviewers.  Please note that the editor retains the right to decide whether or not the suggested reviewers are used.
2. Study area
For  papers  that  focus  on  an  area,  provide  a brief  synopsis  of  the  physical  characteristics  of  the  area, sufficient to give the new work context, but avoid a detailed literature survey.
3. Methods
Divide your article into clearly defined and numbered sections. Subsections should be numbered.
Provide  sufficient  detail  to  allow  the  work  to  be  reproduced.  Methods  already  published  should  be indicated by a reference: only relevant modifications should be described.

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Provide one empty row above and below each table or figure.
4. Results and discussion
4.1. Name of this subsection
Results should be clear and concise. This section should explore the significance of the results of the work.

The figures should have a minimum resolution of 300 dpi and fonts big enough to have readable words in the B5 format of this volume. Accepted figure formats are:
EPS: Vector drawings. Embed the font or save the text as "graphics".

TIFF: color or grayscale photographs (halftones): always use a minimum of 300 dpi. TIFF: Bitmapped line drawings: use a minimum of 1000 dpi.

TIFF: Combinations bitmapped line/half-tone (color or grayscale): a minimum of 500 dpi is required.

DOC, XLS or PPT: If your electronic artwork is created in any of these Microsoft Office applications  please supply "as is".

Please do not supply files that are too low in resolution.
4.2. Name of this subsection
Please ensure that every reference cited in the text is also present in the reference list (and vice versa). Any references cited in the abstract must be given in full. Citation of a reference as 'in press' implies that the item has been accepted for publication.
5. Conclusion
The main conclusions of the study may be presented in a short Conclusions section.
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All references  cited  in the  text  are  to be listed  at the  end  of the  paper.  The  manuscript  should  be carefully checked to ensure that the spellings of authors' names and publication years are exactly the same in the text as in the reference list.

In the text refer to the author's name (without initials) and year of publication, followed, if necessary, by a short reference  to appropriate  pages. Examples:  "Because  Ungureanu  (1996), Bjerknes (2006a,b) have shown  that..."; “… such interesting reports already exist (Moldoveanu, 2020; Solberg, 1921)…”.
If reference is made in the text to publications written by more than two authors the name of the first author should be used, followed by "et al.". However, in the reference list, the names of authors and all co- authors must be given in full.

References in the text should be arranged chronologically.

The  list  of references  should  be  arranged  alphabetically  by authors'  names  and  chronologically  per author.

The following system should be used for arranging references in manuscripts submitted to Georeview:

Journal  papers:  Names  and initials  of all authors.  Year.  Title of paper.  Journal  name  (given  in full or abbreviated  using  the  International  List  of  Periodical  Title  Word  Abbreviations)  volume  number  (issue number): first and last page numbers of the paper.

Monographs:  Names  and  initials  of all  authors.  Year.  Title  of the  monograph.  Publisher,  location  of publisher.

Edited volume papers: Names and initials of all authors. Year. Title of paper. Names and initials of the volume editors, title of the edited volume. Publisher, location of publisher, first and last page numbers of the paper.

Conference  proceedings  papers:  Names  and initials  of all authors.  Year.  Title  of paper.  Name  of the conference. Publisher, location of publisher: first and last page numbers of the paper.

Unpublished theses, reports, etc.: Names and initials of all authors. Year. Title of item. All other relevant information needed to identify the item (e.g., technical report, Ph.D. thesis, institute, etc.).

In the case of publications in any language other than English, the original title is to be retained. Titles of publications  in  non-Latin  alphabets  should  be  transliterated,  and  a  note  such  as  '(in  Russian)'  or  '(in Japanese, with English Abstract)' should be added at the end of the reference.

Regarding web references, the full URL should be given and the date when the reference was last accessed. Any further information, if known  (DOI,  author  names,  dates,  reference  to a source  publication,  etc.),  should  also  be  given.  Web references can be listed separately (e.g., after the reference list), or can be included in the reference list.
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
